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Canadian Industry Program for Energy Conservation and Industrial Energy Innovators

The Canadian Industry Program for Energy Conservation (CIPEC) is a unique industry-government partnership
that is committed to promoting and encouraging energy efficiency improvements and reductions in greenhouse
gas (GHG) emissions through voluntary action across Canada’s industrial sectors. Sponsored by NRCan, CIPEC
is made up of 25 sector task forces that involve more than 40 trade associations. Through NRCan’s Office of
Energy Efficiency, CIPEC provides technical guidebooks, newsletters on the latest energy efficiency information
from NRCan and industry, and opportunities to network with other industrial energy managers. CIPEC also
encourages companies to sign up as Industrial Energy Innovators (IEI) and make a company-level commitment
to energy efficiency improvements and GHG reductions. Special services are available from NRCan for
Industrial Energy Innovator companies.

Industrial Energy Audit Incentive

Improve production, boost energy efficiency, cut costs and reduce GHG emissions by taking advantage of NRCan’s
Industrial Energy Audit Incentive. Financial support is available to help Canadian companies offset the cost of
hiring a professional energy auditor to seek out cost savings through an on-site energy audit. Only companies that
are registered as Industrial Energy Innovators are eligible for the incentive, which covers up to 50 percent of the
cost of an energy audit, to a maximum of $5,000.

Industrial Building Incentive Program

The Industrial Building Incentive Program (IBIP) offers financial support to companies that invest in new,
energy-efficient industrial facilities. Up to $80,000 is available to offset the cost of incorporating energy-saving
measures into the design of new industrial buildings and processes. A company must sign up with NRCan as
an Industrial Energy Innovator to be eligible for this incentive.

To qualify for the incentive, there are two main requirements:

e The building design (excluding process) must be at least 15 percent more energy efficient than if it were
constructed to meet the requirements of the Model National Energy Code for Buildings (MNECB).

* Improved process design must reduce the energy use in the building’s operation by at least 10 percent
compared with the MNECB reference building.

Energy Retrofit Assistance

Industrial companies that are considering energy efficiency improvements to their warehouses and office buildings
can benefit from NRCan’s Energy Retrofit Assistance (ERA). Eligible organizations that have annual energy bills
for their warehouses or office buildings that exceed $100,000 can apply for up to 50 percent of retrofit planning
costs — to a maximum of $25,000 — for energy audits, feasibility studies and energy management plans.

Eligible organizations that plan on implementing retrofit projects that will result in annual energy savings of
5000 gigajoules (1.39 million equivalent kilowatt hours) or more can also apply for up to 25 percent of approved
project costs, to a maximum of $250,000 (based on expected energy savings). Eligible projects include lighting
and heating retrofits, monitoring and control systems, and training and employee awareness programs that affect
energy use.
